2. Turn crank handle (C) clockwise until pipe rests are fully
depressed. (Fig. 2)

3. Turn crank handle (C) until pipe has formed back to its
round shape. (Fig. 3)

4. Turn crank handle (C) counterclockwise to fully close
and remove Pipe Expander. (Fig. 4)
